Module 1:
Setting Up Emergency Notifications

Disasters can affect any part of the United States at any time of the year, swiftly and
without warning. Most people don't think of what to do in the event of a natural
disaster or community emergency until it is too late; then they suddenly realize how
unprepared they are for the massive changes it can make in their lives. On top of that,
local officials can be overwhelmed and emergency response personnel may not be able
to reach everyone who needs help right away. Each type of disaster requires clean up
and recovery and the period after a disaster is often very difficult for families and can
be as devastating as the disaster itself. Families that are prepared ahead of time can
reduce the fear, confusion and losses that come with disaster. They can be ready to
evacuate their homes, know what to expect in public shelters and how to provide basic
first aid.

The key to successfully managing any emergency is being prepared ahead of time but
even more critical is being informed that an emergency is headed your way. Whether
it’s a tornado, fire, flood or broken gas line, just having even a few minutes’ notice can

make the difference between life and death.

If an emergency or natural disaster occurred in your community, how would you

know when to evacuate or avoid affected areas? That’s where Reverse 911 comes in.

Unlike traditional Emergency Notification Systems that rely on a phone line at your
home address or being near a cell tower within affected areas, if you register Reverse
911 services will send the most precise warnings and instructions you can receive in

the event of danger to life or property no matter where you are.

During and after common emergencies such as: wildfire, flood, severe weather,
industrial accidents, and police action, local emergency officials send text and email
alerts to residents of an affected area with precise warnings and instructions. In most

situations, Reverse 911 alerts can be sent 20 minutes before traditional news and social
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media even notice an emergency event from afar. In many cases, Reverse 911 has
alerted residents of an affected area hours before a news crew reports it. It just depends

on the scale of the event and how “newsworthy” it is.

The point is that even if a news reports or buzz on social media begins to spread
during an emergency, you're not likely to get the exact information you need for your
area. Reverse 911 alerts come directly from emergency responders that are managing

the event.

So how do you find your local Reverse 911 system?

To receive Reverse 911 notifications, register your mobile number and physical

address with your community Emergency Response Center.

Safetylnformed has provided you with the tool you need to freely register with your
local Reverse 911 system. And while Reverse 911 varies from community to
community, we have incorporated into our search tool the pathway to access your
local emergency alerts; for you and the other important members of your family by

simply searching for them by ZIP code.

This will only take a few minutes and when you are done you will have the peace of

mind that you are on the list of people to notify in case of an emergency in your area.

Module 2:

Your Emergency Plan

While disasters come in many varieties, there are elements of preparedness that apply
in all cases, and the beginning of the preparation process is being informed of what
you can do to get your family ready. We will take you through exactly what you need
to do to get your home and your family ready to respond to emergencies before they
happen. And what we share doesn’t involve the purchase of a lot of special equipment
and supplies. The majority of what you need to go along with becoming properly
informed and prepared you will already find in your home or with a quick trip to the

store.

I€’s true that planning for survival can entail a great amount of detail and take a lot of
time. On the other hand, the greater part of your planning really just involves
common sense. But many families haven’t taken the time necessary to think through
the preparation process to discover the simple steps they need to take. With just a few
minutes each day you can get your home organized and begin the process of preparing
everyone to make the quick response necessary to get out of harm’s way the moment

you receive an emergency alert through Reverse 911.

We know that it’s difficult for most of us to set aside the time to plan ahead for a crisis
or disaster, so our team has developed an easy way to help you develop your family’s
personal emergency plan with this workbook. It’s designed to serve as a simple guide
for your entire family to safely come through an emergency as quickly and efficiently
as possible. If you haven’t already, download and print out the PDF version of this

book so you can fill out the included emergency planning worksheets.

1. Do Your Homework...

Find out what natural disasters could happen in your area by contacting your local
Emergency Management Service (EMS). They are prepared to tell you which disasters
are possible where you live and how they might affect your family. You can obtain
information on how to prepare and respond to each potential disaster. They will point
out things that we don’t often think about such as caring for you animals. Pets are
frequently not allowed inside shelters because of health regulations so you need to

have an alternative plan in place.

Tip: To find your local emergency management agency simply Google “<your-

county-name or city-name> emergency management.”

Your local emergency management agency most likely has a dedicated web site and
social media presence to find all the information you need about the most common
emergencies and natural disasters in your area. In more rural areas, dedicated
emergency management resources may not be available, so contact the nearest one

possible to gather this information.

To help with information gathering and family discussion, all the known
natural disasters can be found, along with what to do before, during and after,
in our Disaster Preparedness Library free at:

2. Create a Family Emergency Plan...

Discuss with your family the need to prepare for and the types of disasters that are
most likely to occur in your area and how the family is going to respond in each case.
For example, explain the danger of fire, severe weather (tornadoes, hurricanes) and
floods to your children and then develop a plan for them to share in the
responsibilities so you can work together as a team. Establish meeting places inside
and outside your home, as well as outside the neighborhood and make sure everyone
knows when and how to contact each other if separated. An important step is to
decide on the best escape routes from your home and identifying two ways out of each
room. You should also establish a family contact that is out-of-town; a friend or
relative. Call this person after the disaster to let them know where you are and if you

are okay. Make sure everyone knows the contact's phone number. Learn what to do if

you are advised to evacuate.

3. Make a Checklist and Periodically Update it...

Post emergency telephone numbers by phones (fire, police, ambulance, etc.) and teach
your children how and when to call 911 or your local EMS number for help. Identify
safe places in your home to go for each type of disaster. Check to be sure you have

adequate insurance coverage.

Each family member should know how to turn off the water, gas, and electricity at the
main valves or switches. Teach each family member how to use a fire extinguisher
(ABC type) and have a central place to keep it and be sure that it’s checked every six
months. Install smoke detectors on each level of your home, especially near bedrooms,
and check the batteries twice a year. Stock emergency supplies and assemble a disaster
supply kit. Utilize the Red Cross resources to learn basic first aid and make sure that
each family member knows CPR, how to help someone who is choking, and first aid

for severe bleeding and shock.

At the end of this module are links to American Red Cross Resources that range from
taking a First-Aid course in your area, online courses and references apps you can load
on your smartphone. Taking a local first-aid course is the best option and for a

nominal fee you’ll get the next best thing to firsthand experience.

4. Practice and Maintain Your Plan...

Test your children's knowledge of the family plan every six months so they will
remember what to do. It’s also a good idea to conduct fire and emergency evacuation
drills at the same time and as part of your drill you should test your smoke detectors
and change the batteries. It’s also a good idea, in conjunction with your preparedness
plan, to work with your neighbors to plan how the neighborhood could work together
after a disaster until help arrives. Know their special skills (medical, technical) and

consider how to help those who have special needs.

Now, as you read through the first two sections and fill out the information, take the
time to add personal notes that apply specifically to you and your family. These first

two sections focus on ensuring that you are alerted to any emergency and where and
how your family is to assemble to stay together as a unit. In addition, this is the place

to cover the responsibilities of each member of the family.

Each section builds together to provide you with a well thought out plan for
immediate execution by everyone in your family. Be sure that you keep your plan in a

safe place where each member of the family can quickly access it.

Without planning, uncertainty and chaos will quickly rule the day, but with proper
preparation they can be overcome by knowledge. Your family will be prepared to
respond quickly, safely, and efficiently. Just remember that your emergency plan is a
living document and you need to review and update it regularly so that when it’s

needed there will be no glitches in carrying it out.

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Module 3:
If We Need to Evacuate

Let’s take a look at some of the issues you need to consider in planning for the event
that you are forced to evacuate your home. At the end of this module we have
provided a worksheet for you to record important information concerning things like
who is evacuating with you and your family, what are your pre-planned escape routes,
what is your primary and secondary transportation, what do you need to take with

you, where are you going, etc.

Evacuations during a disaster are a common event and will vary by location and type
of disaster. In light of that, one of the first steps you need to take is to become familiar
with the current evacuation plans established by your local Emergency Management
Service (EMY) or civil defense office. The amount of time you will have to evacuate
depends on the disaster. Some disasters, such as hurricanes, may allow several days to
prepare but hazardous materials accidents may only allow moments to leave. This
means that advance preparation is essential since there may not be time to collect the
basic necessities, and since some evacuations can last for several days you may be

responsible for part or all of your own food, clothing, and other supplies.

Preparing for Evacuation

Any evacuation is stressful on a family so your advance planning is critical in making
your evacuation easier and safer. Here are some examples of things you need to

consider in preparing for an evacuation:

* Review possible evacuation procedures with your family and ask a friend or
relative outside your area to be the check-in contact so that everyone in the

family can call that person to say they are safe.

* Find out where children will be sent if they are in school when an evacuation is

announced and how you will pick them up.
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* Plan where you would go if you had to evacuate. Consider the homes of

relatives or friends who live nearby, but outside the area of potential disaster.

* Have your family disaster supply kit and plan ready (detailed plans for building
a family disaster supply kit can be found in the Supplemental Materials section
at the end of this module)

* Contact your local emergency management office for community evacuation

plans and identify and locate reception and shelter areas.

* Keep plenty of fuel in your car's gas tank at all times because during

emergencies filling stations may be closed. Never store extra fuel in the garage.

* If you do not have a car or other vehicle, make transportation arrangements
with friends, neighbors, or check with your local emergency management office

for public services.

* Know where and how to shut off electricity, gas, and water at main switches
and valves. Make sure you have the tools you need; usually pipe or adjustable

wrenches.

Evacuating
When you are told to evacuate there are four important steps you need to take:

1. If there is time, secure your house by unplugging all of your appliances;
especially all computers. In a flood hazard area be sure you store any propane
tanks or secure them safely to the structure. Turn off the main water valve and
take any actions needed to prevent damage to water pipes in freezing weather.
Be sure to securely close and lock all doors, windows, and your garage (from the

inside).

2. Follow the recommended evacuation routes you outlined ahead of time, but be
aware of alternate routes as may be established by local authorities. Do not take

shorteuts, they may be blocked.

3. Listen to the radio for emergency shelter information.
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4. Be sure that you have your family disaster supply kit that contains any

important medications.

There is also a planning element attached to returning home after the all clear has

been given. Here are a few things to consider when developing your Emergency Plan:

Returning Home After the Disaster

* First and foremost... do not return home until the local authorities have
authorized access. There may be leaking gas or other flammable materials
present, and at your home only use battery-operated flashlights if you suspect a
gas leak.

* If you smell leaking gas, turn off the main gas valve at the meter and open the
windows if you can do so safely, and then leave the house immediately and
notify the gas company or the fire department. Do not reenter the house until

an authorized person tells you it is safe to do so.

* Notify the power company or fire department if you see any fallen or damaged

electrical wires and stay clear.

* If any of your appliances are wet, turn off the main electrical power switch in
your home before you unplug them. Be sure to dry out appliances, wall
switches, and sockets before you use them in again. If you are in doubt at all
about your electric, gas, or water services, call your utility companies for

assistance.

* Check food and water supplies for contamination and spoilage before using

them... if in doubt—throw it out.

And most importantly, after the emergency is over and your family is regrouped and
safe, telephone your family and friends to tell them you are okay. It is so easy in the
heat of the emergency to forget that there are those who are concerned about your

safety.

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Module 4:

Emergency Communication Plan

Once you have registered with your local Reverse 911 System, you will be notified of
any local emergencies affecting your area. But in addition, it’s the wise household that
keeps fully informed by monitoring other warning systems like those provided by the
Emergency Alert System (EAS).

EAS is a national public warning system that requires broadcasters, cable television
systems, wireless cable systems, and satellite radio and television broadcasters to
provide the communications capability to the President to address the American
public during a national emergency. EAS is also used by state and local authorities to
deliver important emergency information, such as AMBER alerts and weather

information targeted to specific areas.

The federal government, through the National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA), provides several emergency services that you can access, like
the National Weather Service, the National Hurricane Service, the Ocean Prediction
Center, Marine Forecasts and Aviation Weather. They all provide access to
information directly related to your location. You can access these services on the
Internet or, as in the case of sudden violent weather you can monitor the National

Weather Service. And the best way to do that is with a weather radio.

Phone, internet and cell services may not be working, have a radio on hand. These
inexpensive radios are readily available and will automatically activate with a voice
message from the National Weather Service, day or night, to inform you of severe
conditions in your area. Often times you will receive critical information at the same
time it is received by your local Reverse 911 system. But communication from the
outside is just the first step. You can find our regularly updated list of affordable

emergency radios here: http://safetyinformed.org/blog/emergency-radios
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In this module we cover an introduction to establishing the most important family
lifeline... your Emergency Communication Plan. It doesn’t matter whether the
members of your family are across the country or just on the other side of town. You
need to know if they are in danger so that you can contact them and initiate the
survival plan we’ve helped you establish. You need to know that if they are facing
imminent danger that you will be notified and that you have a plan to quickly get in

contact with them.

Having a way to communicate with your family in times of an emergency is vital and
making an emergency communication plan prior to a disaster is the only way to
ensure everyone in your family knows how to keep in touch. A solid plan is the key to

safely reuniting with your family.

Your plan will ensure that your family members are going to know where to find you
if you are at work and a disaster strikes your building? Separation is particularly likely
during the day when adults are at work and children are at school so you need to
know how to reunite with your loved ones. If they are at home and something
happens in the neighborhood and it has to be evacuated or there is a power outage
you need to make sure where they are? Having a plan in place allows everyone to
know where to meet and if they are unable to reach the planned location, they will
know who to contact. Here are some things to consider before you begin filling out

the Emergency Communication Plan worksheet:

Where to Meet

Your plan needs to clearly outline how your family will stay in contact if you get
separated and cell service is not working. The first step to take is to identify two places

away from your home where you will meet.

1. In your neighborhood — choose a place that is a safe distance from your
home, such as under a tree or at a neighbor's house in case the emergency or

disaster is at your house.

2. Outside of your neighborhood — choose a place such as a school
playground, church or local park in case it’s not possible to get to your home or
neighborhood.
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If you are prevented from getting to either location you need to have a designated
person who can pick up your children at school or daycare, attend to any pets, and/or
care for any elderly members of the family (at home or in facilities). This needs to be
something that is done automatically if you are prevented from showing up at the
prearranged location. Be sure the school or daycare staff has the name of that person

on file.

How to Stay in Touch

Choose someone local for your family members to call as well as a long distance
contact. An out-of-town contact may be in a better position to communicate with
separated family members. Long distance calls may still go through when local phone
service isn’t working. If you are using your cell phone, the preferred method during a

disaster is texting because it takes up less bandwidth.

1. Pick an out-of-town contact; a friend or relative who will be family’s primary

make contact with.

2. Pick another out-of-town contact; a friend or relative who will be your

household’s alternative contact.

3. Ensure that everyone in the family knows their names, addresses, and home and
cell phone numbers; it’s preferable to have them also carry that information

with them.

In the event that communication systems prevent you from reaching your family, the
Red Cross does offer an alternative. As soon as they get a shelter site set up, they can
help you register on The American Red Cross Safe and Well website (see Worksheet).
It is a central location for people in disaster areas in the United States to register their
current status. That way, anyone in your family can check on you and see how you are
doing. It really relieves stress for people who need updates on how their families are

doing when reaching them by phone is impossible.

I£’s also a good idea to clearly identify and store the emergency numbers in every cell
phone and post them beside your home phone. In addition, you should store the

number of a person to contact in each member’s cell phone under ICE (In Case of
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Emergency) so authorities will know who to call in an emergency should you be

unable to do so.

Implement the Plan

Having an emergency communication plan is great, but it won't do you any good if
you don't put it all in place. Take the time to practice your plan with your family.
That means actually going to the places you have designated as meeting places. Your
family members, especially children, need to see those places. You have to implement
the plan if it is going to work and to do that effectively everyone needs to be totally

familiar with it.

In the first four modules we highlighted how to get started, how to set up emergency
notifications, what to do if you need to evacuate, and how to develop an emergency
communication plan. In this module we want to look at the importance of developing

a Vital Information Card for each member of your family.

In Module 4 we considered the fact that your
family may not be together when disaster strikes,
so you looked at planning how you will contact
one another. As part of your Vital Information

But this Vital Information Card contains only a part of the information you need to
have available in case of an emergency. As you will see in the workbook, you should
also keep a current record of each family member’s electronic information in order to
provide multiple channels for communication. That list should also contain the
important contact information for your doctors, attorney, insurance agent, and any
other professional you may need to communicate with. And with respect to medical
issues, each family member’s card should include any information concerning specific

medical conditions, medicines (name and dosage), and the name and contact
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information of the attending physician. The same would apply to any elderly or

disabled members of your family with special needs that require attention.

As you work through this module, keep in mind that vital information also includes
important personal documents that need to be stored in a safe location such as
insurance policies, deeds, and property records. Ideally they should be kept in a safety
deposit box away from your home. However, you need to make copies of important
documents to keep in your emergency supply kit (See Module 3: If We Need to
Evacuate on building and emergency supply kit). It is also wise to make a record of
your personal property, for insurance purposes. Take photos or a video of the interior

and exterior of your home and include personal belongings in your inventory.

And one other item of vital interest is money. Consider saving money in an
emergency savings account that could be used in any crisis. It is advisable to keep a
small amount of cash or traveler’s checks at home in a safe place where you can

quickly access them in case of evacuation.

Addressing the area of Vital Information involves many elements common to all
families, however, it is important for your family to gather together and discuss those
issues that are specific to you. This is especially vital in the area of elderly or disabled
family members or those with special medical needs that require immediate attention.
Time invested in developing your family’s Vital Information is a critical step in
emergency preparedness, but it is no less critical than reviewing that information and

updating it frequently.

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Module 6:
Home Escape Plan Tool

Did you know?

* A small flame can get out of control and turn into a large, uncontrollable fire in

less than 30 seconds.

* Only 26 percent of families have actually developed and practiced a home fire

escape plan.

* Eighty percent of Americans don’t realize that home fires are the single most

common disaster across the nation.

* The number of home fires the American Red Cross has responded to has risen
10% since 2000.

* Every two and a half hours someone is killed in a home fire. In a typical year,

20,000 people are injured in home fires.

* Having a working smoke alarm reduces one’s chances of dying in a fire by

nearly half.

* Children and older adults are twice as likely to die in a home fire as the

American population at large.

And yet, fire is one emergency that we can do a lot to prepare for. In this module we
will discuss some preparedness tips and show you how to develop your own family

e€scape route.
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Preparedness Tips

Here are some general tips for you to consider incorporating into to your emergency

planning.

* Install a smoke alarm on every level of your home and outside of sleeping areas.

Install a carbon monoxide alarm on each level of your home.
* Test smoke alarm batteries every month and change them at least once a year.

* Make sure everyone in your family knows at least two ways to escape from

every room of your home.

* Practice your fire escape plan at least twice a year. Designate a meeting spot
outside and a safe distance from your home. Make sure all family members

know the meeting spot.

* Have your family practice escaping from your home, practicing low crawling

and at different times of the day. Make sure everyone knows how to call 9-1-1.

* Consider escape ladders for sleeping areas on the second or third floor. Make
sure everyone in your home learns how to use them ahead of time by reading
the manufacturer’s instructions and understanding the steps to use them. Store

them near the window where they will be used.

Planning Your Family Escape Route
* Plan for at least two ways to escape from each room.

* If you live in a multi-story apartment building, map out as many routes of

escape as possible to exit stairways on your floor of the building.

* If you live in a high-rise, plan to use the stairs, never the elevator, to escape a

fire.

* A secondary route might be a window onto an adjacent roof or a collapsible

ladder for escape from upper-story windows. Purchase only collapsible ladders
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evaluated by a nationally recognized laboratory, such as Underwriters
Laboratory (UL).

* Develop a plan for everyone in your home, including babies and others who

need help to escape.
* Pick a meeting location away from your home.
* Practice your escape plan every month and practice from every room.

* Practice getting out with your eyes closed, crawling low to the floor, and

keeping your mouth covered.

* Involve children in making and practicing your escape plan and teach them to

never hide during a fire; they must get out and stay out.

* Clear toys, boxes and other debris from exits and check that windows open

easily; immediately fixing any that stick.

* Be sure that security bars on doors and windows have a quick-release latch, and

everyone knows how to open them.

In this next section we have provided a grid to draw a diagram of your home. Make a
diagram of every floor and don’t forget the basement. Be sure to mark all windows
and doors. Then sit down with your family and plan two exits from every room. Be
sure that your children have a hand in determining the escape route from their

bedroom.

A Family Emergency Plan is one of the most important steps you can take to prepare
for a disaster at your home, your neighborhood or in your region. Safety is a matter of
awareness, knowledge and preparation. Your plan can prepare your family members

to make good decisions in an emergency.

Disasters can strike quickly and without warning and can force you to evacuate your
neighborhood or confine you to your home. What would you do if basic services--
water, gas, electricity or telephones--were cut off? Local officials and relief workers will
be on the scene after a disaster, but they cannot reach everyone right away. Families
must prepare for an emergency in advance so that they understand what they must do
and where they must go if and when an emergency arises. Discuss the plan with
everyone involved and practice sheltering at home, evacuation escape routes and going
to meeting places. Have copies of the Plan stored where they will be readily available

when needed. Update the plan whenever situations change or at least annually.

What are the type of emergencies and hazards in my area?

This plan template and is intended to give you a format and possible suggestions
about information you might want to include in a family emergency plan. It is not
all-inclusive and should be modified by the user to suit individual or family needs.

Additional Steps to Consider:

* Store emergency supplies to meet your possible needs for three days after an

emergency
* Compile and securely store vital documents and records
* Compile a medical and medication history for each family member
* Learn basic First Aid and CPR

Before you can prepare, you must determine what you are preparing to survive and
how each disaster threatens you, your safety and survival. But first, it's important to
realize that you cannot prepare for everything. So it’s critical to meet with household
members. Discuss with children the dangers of fire, severe weather, earthquakes,

industrial accidents and other emergencies and how you need to respond to each one.
There are a lot of basic things to make sure the whole family is aware of, such as:

* What to do about power outages and personal injuries.

* Make a floor plan of your home and mark all escape routes from each room.

* Everyone should know how to turn off the water, gas, and electricity at main

switches.

* You need a good communication plan with all emergency telephone numbers
near telephones. Children should be taught how and when to call 911, police,

and fire.

* Have emergency radios available and note where to tune for emergency

information.
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* Establish one out-of-state and one local friend or relative for family members to

call if separated by disaster.

These are just some examples of the things you need to consider in developing your

Basic Emergency Plan.

In the following sections we will help you get started building your plan and the first
place to start is making sure you are registered with local Reverse 911 system so you
won’t miss important alerts for community emergencies, natural disasters, industrial
accidents, evacuation orders, shelter-in-place, and severe weather events.

If We Have To Evacuate

In some cases when you need to evacuate, there may not be a lot of time. Therefore
it’s important that everyone know at least two ways to exit your house. You need to
make sure that everyone is able to reach the ground using a walk out, ladder, rope,
roof, etc. The key is for everyone to know your family evacuation-plan and how it ties

into your overall disaster plan.

There are many other things to consider, not the least of which is to determine
whether or not you need to evacuate. That’s where preplanning is so important, in an
emergency there is often not enough time to discuss your options. In this section we

look at preparing for the time when you need to evacuate.

In many emergencies we should shelter at home both during and after the event.

Sometimes we will need to evacuate either to a location close by or farther away.

Emergency Communication Plan

There are three main purposes to consider when communicating with someone as part

of your Emergency Communication Plan:
1. To order the initiation or change to a part of your emergency plan.
2. To acknowledge or communicate that a certain part has begun or changed.

3. To pass on information as to your status or requirements—as the situation

dictates.

Your communication plan should be an intimate part of your over all emergency plan,
whether that plan is to remain in your home or exit to a pre-planned or agreed upon
location. If you're just planning for how to communicate with your family in case of
something like a fire or car accident or something, your communication plan will vary
somewhat. But in all cases if your plan is to be effective it has to be Clear, Complete,
Concise, and Confirmed. You need to ensure that they get the whole story. Once
you've figured out how to get your message across clearly, you need to make sure it’s
as concise as possible. Communications in emergency situations is sometimes iffy and
people have other things on their mind such as getting out of danger or performing
first aid.

In this section we take a look at establishing a good family communication plan by
asking the question, how do we plan to communicate during/after a disaster or

emergency?

Here are six key steps to follow in creating your family’s escape plan.

Step 1: As a family draw a floor plan of your home. Include all window and doors.
Use your own graph paper or download a free printable version through:

http://www.printfreegraphpaper.com

Use a page for each level in your home.
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Step 2: Show two ways out of each room, in case your main route is blocked by

smoke or flame. Make sure windows can be opened easily.

Step 3: Pick an outside meeting place for all family members to meet and wait for
the fire department or first responders.

Step 4: Install smoke alarms near every sleeping area and on each level of your home.

Install Carbon Monoxide alarms on each level of your home.

Step 5: Practice your evacuation plan at least twice a year. Make sure all children

understand the escape plan.

Step 6: Once out, stay out! Don’t go back inside for any reason. Make sure children
understand not to go back into the house to look for their parents. Stay at the

meeting place.
